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It’s been an amazing year as President of NCAB.  I have had the opportunity to work with a very tal-
ented group on council and volunteers working on various activities.  Remember the great time we 
had at the Baltimore Aquarium in January, what a terrific program put together by Larry and Chris.  
The Council was busy identifying a variety of programs and projects that each committee would be 
working on for 2010.  Work had already begun by the Seminar co-chairs, Melissa and Sarah, in put-
ting together an incredible cast of characters that would ultimately put on an amazingly successful 
Seminar at the Gaylord Resort and Conference Center.  We had a total of 1290 persons attending 
the Seminar this year. 
 

Another committee, lead by Katy, was extremely busy provided another exceptional week-long 
LATG Review Course, 36 attended and they are still determining the number that were successful.  
It was necessary to trim the operating budget for 2010, but that didn’t impact the highly educational 
programs that each monthly meeting offered.  We heard presentations that covered areas of basic 
science, animal models and neuroscience.  There were opportunities to attend workshops such as 
preparing posters and operant conditioning. 
 

The Education committee is maintaining the AALAS Learning Library, current active user accounts 
number 91. There were 4 members recognized with awards and 14 members receiving scholarships 
for certification exams.  There were very impressive posters that were on the level of those seen at 
the National AALAS meeting.  22 posters were entered, 19 presented and won awards for the ef-
forts. 
 

In terms of fiscal management the council determined it was prudent to use a bookkeeper to man-
age our finances to ensure non-profit compliance with state tax codes and recommendations from 
our auditors.  Finally, we have a total membership of 1643 individual members.  There are an addi-
tional 119 institutional members, those institutional members represents an additional 236 members.  
National Capital Area Branch is the largest of all the AALAS branches, given that we have a huge 
commitment to our membership. For future planning the National AALAS meeting will be held in our 
backyard.  The dates for the Baltimore meeting are October 27 – 31, 2013 so as a result there will 
not be an NCAB Seminar held that year.  There will still be commitments by our local volunteers to 
make it a highly successful meeting.

Appropriate revisions were approved for the AALAS Policies & Procedures Manual (PPM) for the 
following sections: 

Section 4-3: Financial Policies, to reflect current best practices in financial management 
Section 4-2: to formalize processes for the Ben Cohen Branch Education Fund (BCBEF) 
Section 4-7 and 4-17: to formalize processes already approved regarding the AALAS Represen-

tative to ICLAS 
Section 4-11: to ensure that the PPN and the AALAS website content are in agreement and to 

reflect the current practices of the Awards Selection Committee 
Section 4-1: the Copyright Assignment form for Individual Volunteers to further define materials 

that are considered copyrightable. 

Raymond Butler, RLATG (2011 term) and Stacy Wells, MBA< RLATG (2011-2013 term) were ap-
proved as BOT Representatives to the AALAS Foundation Board of Directors (AFBOD). 

The following were approved as AALAS Foundation Board of Directors-At-Large to take office at the 
close of the Nation Meeting in Atlanta October 15, 2010:  Mr. Bill Clarke, Dr. Shannon Stutler, and 
Dr. Kathleen L. Smiler for three-year terms (2011-2013; and Dr. Cindy A. Buckmaster for a two-year 
term (2011-2012). 

The position of AALAS Representative to the American Veterinary Medical Asociation(AVMA) was 
disbanded. 

The Society of Nuclear Medicine (SNM) was approved as a new AALAS affiliated member organiza-
tion. 

The Awards Selection Committee (ASC) recommendation was approved to increase the number of 
places currently awarded in each poster award category from one place to three places, and to pro-
vide a cash prize for each award.  The AALAS PPM, Section 4-11 will be revised accordingly. 

The POT approved a new affiliated category within AALAS called “Global Partner (GP)”. Appropriate 
policies and procedures will be developed. 

In support of the new affiliate membership category for international associations, the International 
Relations Advisory Council (IRAC) will be revised and reconfigured to be the Global Partner Advi-
sory Council (GPAC).  The BOT approved including the AAPAS Representative to FELASA as a 
member of GPAC in order to utilize FELASA’s knowledge and resources to further international rela-
tions. 

An exemption from the multiple committee policy was approved for Jan Parker-Thornberg (2010-

2012 ACS), Claire Hankenson (2007-2012 ILAM), and Mike McGarry (2009-2012 ERC) in order for 

them to continue to serve on the reappointed ad hoc Researchers Using Animals Committee 

(RUAC) for 2011.
